JESUS CAME TO EARTH 

March 1st: The Old Testament Points to Jesus (Luke 1; John 1) 

Preschool Conversation Starters: What did the angel say John would do? John pointed 

people to Jesus. Who helps you learn about Jesus? 

Elementary Conversation Starters: How did Zechariah’s doubt affect him? What 

happened when he obeyed God? How did John prepare the way for Jesus?  
 

March 8th: Jesus Was Born (Matthew 1; Luke 1-2) 

Preschool Conversation Starters: What news did an angel tell Mary and Joseph? How do 

you think the shepherds felt when they heard the good news that Jesus was born?  

Elementary Conversation Starters: What was special about Jesus? How did Mary and 

Joseph respond to God’s plan, and what does that teach us about trusting and obeying 

God? 
 

March 15th: Jesus Was Dedicated (Luke 2)  

Preschool Conversation Starters: What did Simeon know about Jesus? Who can you tell 

the good news about Jesus?  

Elementary Conversation Starters: Why did Simeon and Anna thank and praise God for 

sending Jesus? What does it mean to be faithful?  
 

March 22nd: Wise Men Visited Jesus (Matthew 2)   

Preschool Conversation Starters: What did the wise men follow in the sky to find Jesus? 

Why do you think the wise men gave gifts to Jesus?  

Elementary Conversation Starters: What do the gifts the wise men gave to Jesus tell us 

about His identity? How did God protect Jesus from King Herod?  
 

March 29th: Jesus at the Temple (Luke 2)   

Preschool Conversation Starters: Where did Mary and Joseph find Jesus? Why did Jesus 

call the temple His “Father’s house?”  

Elementary Conversation Starters: How does this story help us understand that Jesus 

came to fulfill God’s plan from the very beginning? How can we grow in wisdom?
