VERSE PRAYER CARD 

The month of May’s prayer emphasis is hope, specifically praying for believers to 

remember their hope comes from God and to desire to share this hope with others. 

May we live out hope by praying for salvation and respond to His sacrifice by being 

a living sacrifice for Christ. The theme verse is 1 Peter 1:3-5, which says, “Blessed be 

the God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ. Because of his great mercy he has 

given us new birth into a living hope through the resurrection of Jesus Christ from 

the dead and into an inheritance that is imperishable, undefiled, and unfading, kept 

in heaven for you. You are being guarded by God’s power through faith for a 

salvation that is ready to be revealed in the last time.” These verses remind me that I 

can have hope because of the incredible sacrifice that Jesus made for us and that I 

can continue to have hope because of the inheritance still to come. How can I keep 

from sharing the hope I have with others? 

This month’s resource is an immersive prayer experience specifically for kids during 

Midweek on May 13th. Kids can join us from 6:15-7:45 as we explore prayer 

together.

Elementary Conversation Starters: How did Mary show faith in Jesus? What does Jesus’ 

first miracle reveal about His power and identity as the Son of God?  

 

May 10th: Jesus at Passover (John 2) 

Preschool Conversation Starters: Where did Jesus and His friends travel to? Why do you 

think Jesus was angry that people were selling animals in the temple?  

Elementary Conversation Starters: Why was Jesus angry about what was happening? 

What did Jesus mean when He said He would destroy and raise the temple? 

 

May 17th: Jesus and Nicodemus (John 3)  

Preschool Conversation Starters: Why did Nicodemus visit Jesus? How can we have life 

with Jesus forever?  

Elementary Conversation Starters: What does it mean to be “born again”, and why is it 

necessary to enter God’s kingdom? How does the Old Testament story Jesus referred to 

point to what He would do on the cross? 

 

May 24th: John Pointed to Jesus (John 3)   

Preschool Conversation Starters: Who is the Messiah, the one God promised to send to 

save people from sin? What are some ways you can point others to Jesus today?  

Elementary Conversation Starters: Why was John happy people were following Jesus 

instead of him? How can we make Jesus more important in our lives?   

 

May 31st: Jesus and the Samaritan Woman (John 4)   

Preschool Conversation Starters: Who did Jesus meet at a well? How do you think the 

woman felt after she met Jesus?  

Elementary Conversation Starters: Why was it unusual that Jesus spoe with the Samaritan 

woman? What did Jesus mean by “living water”, and how does it lead to eternal life?
